Help to Haiti

Buck Mountain parishioners package medications to be sent
to Haiti. Proceeds from the Feb. 5 Cajun Spice cabaret (see
page 8) will go to Haitian earthquake relief.

In Port-au-Prince Haiti, murals once filled the walls of
Holy Trinity Cathedral. The entire Episcopal complex is
now reduced to rubble.

O n Dec. 15, 2009, Janet and Jay McDonald
presented information on their work with the
Haiti Mission Clinic and orphanage near Cape
Haiten, work that has been made all the more
critical by the terrible earthquake of Jan. 12.

Dr. Doug Willson, a pediatrician at UVa, and his
wife Diane, a nurse practitioner, also shared
perspectives on their experiences with the
clinic.

Approximately 20 members of the congregation
attended the event, which included a wonderful
PowerPoint presentation on the new monitor
and DVD player recently donated by Sally
Gaige.

The Outreach Committee would like to thank Janet,
Jay, Doug and Diane, as well as everyone who at-
tended and supported this effort.

Following the presentation and discussion, eve-
ryone participated in packaging medications for

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Investing in Growth

mitted to the Diocese as part of
our 2010 budget submission.

e Total 2009 income was
$153k and our expenses
were $170k. Major ex-
penses were drilling a
new well ($6,500) and
the cost of a new HVAC
system for our parish hall
($10,000). These pro-
jects were funded from
our existing savings and,
considering these unusual expenses, we
did a very good job of operating within
our budget and Al
means. 0

e We had 53 pledges in 2009 totaling
$120k. Average pledge was $2,264.

e We lost seven parishioners in 2009. De-
spite that, our average attendance has
increased to 78 for 2009 from approxi-
mately 54 in 2007, and 72 in 2008. Our
pledge income in 2009 was $100,700
vs. $120,000 planned.

e Approximately 20 percent of our 2009
income went to outreach. This included
pledges to the Diocese, the Virginia
Theological Seminary and Region XV.
Our Outreach provided support to the
AIDS/HIV Services Group, the Haiti
Mission, the Alliance for Interfaith Min-
istries, the Charlottesville Free Clinic,
the CATEC Foundation and Children,
Youth and Family Services, and assis-
tance to homeless men and women in
the Charlottesville area. We also funded

a new effort by establishing the Buck
Mountain Food Bank in 2009.

e \We added several new
ministries — Art, Earth Stew-

Garden which grew vegetables
for the Food Pantry — and un-
dertook a facilitated leader-
ship weekend to discern the
parish direction and to build
on its strengths.

e This was the first full year
of our 5 p.m. Sunday service in
addition to our traditional
10:30 a.m. service.

e We have 45 pledges in
2010 totaling $105,000. Aver-
age pledge is $2,295.

e We reduced our request for aid from the
Diocese from $36,000 in 2009 and from

$27.5k in this request.

e We enter 2010 with a planned deficit of
$25.8k that we will balance with funds
from our savings. The $25.8k reflects
increased expenditures for worship and
education and community visibility, the
addition of a part-time administrative
assistant, a diocesan-recommended cost
-of-living increase in clergy compensa-
tion, and provision for supply clergy.

e We plan a fairly aggressive fiscal pro-
gram in 2010 to invest in our future and
help Buck Mountain grow.

In summary, our Church is healthy and vibrant
and we continue to invest in our future by en-
hancing services to our parishioners and the
local community. We appreciate the financial
support from the Diocese and could not have
achieved all we have done without its contin-
ued help and support.
